Thank you for your April 23, 2010 letter sharing your concerns about the
Southern Delivery System {SDS) project and the revacation of Colorade Springs’
Stormwater Enterprise. [ understand and appreciate your interest and would like to
explain the role of the .S, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) in this process. As
a Collaborating Agency during the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) process
for this project, EPA worked closely with LS. Bureau of Reclamation (Reclamation),
providing input throughout the process to ensure that potential project impacts to the
human health and the environment were addressed. EPA made several recommendations
throughout the NEPA process for Reclamation to conduct additional analyses of water
quality impacts, which they did.

The participants in the SDS project and Reclamation made commitments
regarding mitigation and adaptive management processes to protect water quality that
were discussed in both the Final Environmental Impact Statement and the subsequent
Record of Decision (ROD). The issuance of the ROD completed the NEPA process. As
noted in our January 22, 2009 letter, EPA concluded that the detailed mitigation
commitments provided in the FEIS would address the water quality impacts projected to
result from the SDS project. Reclamation carried forward these commitments into the



SDS ROD. EPA does not believe that the revocation of Colorado Springs™ Stormwater
Enterprise in December 2009 affects these commitments made by the SDS participanis to

protect water quality.

This letter responds to your correspondence of April 23™ recommending we
reconsider our permit decision for the Southern Delivery System (SDS) project due to the
City of Colorado Spring’s revocation of its Stormwater Enterprise. We appreciate your
concetns with how revocation of the Stormwater Enterprise adds to the challenge of
dealing with a host of storm water related issues in the Fountain Creek basin,

We have reviewed the conditions associated with implementing the Bureau of
Reclamation’s Record of Decision and Pueblo County’s 1041 permit for the SDS project.
We believe the conditions incorporated into these documents designed to protect water
quality and channel integrity in Fountain Creek can be satisfied without a Stormwater
Enterprise in Colorado Springs. The conditions associated with our Clean Water Act
Section 404 permit, which deal primarily with direct physical impacts from project
construction, are also unaffected by the demise of the Stormwater Enterprise. The loss of
the Stormwater Enterprise adds to Colorado Springs Utilities” challenge in mecting
relevant conditions of the various authorizations for SDS, but does not preclude it.
Accordingly, after consideration of all of the facts, we have decided not to modify our
authorization for the project.
